Cok degerli okurlar, yazarlar ve arastirmacilar,

2026 yilinin ilk sayisi olan Nisan Sayisi ile yeniden karsinizdayiz. Bu sayimiza baglarken,
diinyamizin degisen ve ¢etinlesen kosullarina hep birlikte bir kez daha sahitlik etmekteyiz. Ttiim bu
sartlara ragmen, Sosyal Bilimler alaninda yaymn yapmak ve de sorunlarin iizerine elimizden
geldigince gidebilmek her gecen giin daha da elzem hale gelmektedir.

Dis Politika ve Gilivenlik gibi alanlardaki akademik ¢aligmalariyla taninan Prof. Dr. Evren Balta,
birkag y1l énce Tedirginlik Cagi: Siddet, Aidiyet ve Siyaset Uzerine isimli bir kitap yaymladi. Bu
kitabin béliimlerinden birinde, “Uciincii Diinya Savasi’nin esiginde miyiz?” sorusu iizerine
oldukca ufuk acgici bir tartisma yer aliyordu. Bu sorunun yaniti konusunda goriislerin 6nemli
6lciide ayrigtigini kabul etmeliyiz. Bu konu hakkinda ne diisiiniirsek diislinelim, kesin olan bir sey
var: Siirekli degisen bir diinyada ve endise ve tedirginlik dolu bir ¢agda yastyoruz. Diinyanin farkli
cografi ve siyasi baglamlarinda savag ve ¢atismalarin son zamanlarda pitrak gibi ¢gogaldig1, modern
uluslararasi sistem ve iligkilerin iizerine insa edildigi deger ve ilkelerin her giin biraz daha
erozyona ugratildifi, cag digi/ilkel cezalandirma yontemlerin sadece glindeme yeniden
getirilmekle kalmayip bazi yerlerde uygulamaya konuldugu, yerlesik diplomatik nezaket
kurallarinin yerlerinde yeller estigi, uluslararasi barigs ve giivenligin saglanmasindan sorumlu
aktorlerin her giin yeni bir kriz ve giivensizlik yarattiklari, asir1 sag popiilist partiler ve milliyet¢i
demagoglarin miithis ivme kazandiklar1 bu i¢ karartici ve bunaltici vasatta, ne yarin ne olacagini
kestirebilmek, ne direkt ve/veya dolayli etkilerle miicadele edebilmek ne de akademik {iiretim
yapabilmek, bittabi, kolay degildir. Tam da bu nedenlerle, icerisinde bulundugumuz ‘Tedirginlik
Cagr’'nda Nisan Sayisim ve sonraki sayilar1 hazirlamak, YDU Sosyal Bilimler Dergisi icin her
zamankinden ¢ok daha biiylik bir akademik sorumluluk haline gelmistir.

Elinizdeki Nisan Sayisi, uluslararas: sistemin karamsar ve ayni zamanda kavsak noktasi olarak
nitelendirebilecegimiz bir goriintii sergiledigi ve bu gercekle yiizlesmenin hem kritik hem de
kaginilmaz bir hal aldigi bir dénemde hazirlanmistir. Kuskusuz, tekrar karsilagilan meydan
okumalar, kiiresizlesme ve uluslararasilagsmanin gerilemesine yonelik egilimlerin yarattigi sosyo-
ekonomik ve siyasal sonuclarin etkisiyle bugiin diinya kotiilesen bir tablo ortaya koymaktadir.
Hatta, bu gelismeler siiregelen tedirginlik ruh halini ve belirsizlik hissini pekistirmektedir. Ancak
bu giicliikler ve zorluklar; ister insan eylemliligi araciligiyla kolektif bi¢cimde ister zaman icinde
tahakkiim kurmus yap1 ve kiiltiirlerden kaynaklansin, giiniimiizde ¢esitli direng bigimleriyle kars
karstyadir. Nitekim, eszamanli devam eden bu krizlerin etkilerinin artarak siireklilik gdstermesi
goz ardi edilmemelidir. Siber savaglar basta olmak {izere; askeri, ekonomik ve benzer
uyusmazliklarin yaratacagi kalici hasarlar ve etkiler gézden kagirilmamalidir. Yasanan bolgesel
savaslar, diinya diizeyinde kiiresel siyasal doniisiimlere iligkin sorunlarin giderek agirlasmasini
yansitan degisimleri - tabir yerindeyse - geride birakmaktadir. Sayilar1 giin gegtikge artis gosteren
miilteciler, maruz kaldiklar1 kosullar ve ayni zamanda uluslararasi orgiitlerin i¢inde bulundugu
acmazlar g6z Oniine alindiginda artan enflasyon, yiikselen yasam maliyetleri ve tedarik
zincirlerinde meydana gelen kesintiler kiiresel 6lgekte kritik sosyo-ekonomik ve siyasi sonuglar
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dogurmaktadir. Bahse konu bu doniisiimler, iletisim ve hareketlilik alanlarinda da kosullar
agirlastirmaktadir. Tiim bu kesisimler ve degisimler, yonetisim sistemleri iizerinde giderek artan
bir baski olusturan ¢ok katmanli sorunlar iiretirken ayni zamanda giindelik yasam pratiklerine
yeniden bicim kazandirdig: asikardir.

Bu baglamda, giinlimiiz uluslararasi sistemin son yirmi yildir siddetli bir doniisiim igerisinde
olduguna dikkat ¢ekmek gerekmektedir. Ozellikle 1945 sonrasi inga edilen uluslararasi sisteme
yon veren evrensel norm ve degerlerin tahribata ugramis olmasi, bu alandaki kuramsal ve
kavramsal tartigmalara olan ivedi ihtiyaci da giindeme tasimaktadir. Elbette ki, Soguk Savas
doneminden bu yana uluslararasi sistemde dalgalanmalar yasanmistir. Ancak son yirmi yillik siire
zarfinda diinya, 2003’te ABD’nin Irak’a miidahalesine, Rusya-Ukrayna savasma ve Ekim
2023’ten bu yana Filistin’de tirmanan siddet ve son dsnemde ABD-Israil ile iran arasindaki savas
dahil olmak tizere bircok catismaya ve gerilime taniklik etmistir. Yasanan bu savaglar ve catisma
hali, kiiresel sistemde derin ve geri dondiiriillemez sonuglar dogurmus, “liberal” diinya diizeninin
aslinda bir “yanilsama/ illiizyon” oldugu yoniindeki arglimani agiga cikarip daha goriiniir kilmistir.
Savaglar ve siiregelen uyusmazliklar; cezasizlik, sivillerin maruz birakildiklar: kosullar ve Giiney-
Giiney gogi ile derinlesmis; sonuglart da yakin bdlgemizde belirgin sekilde hissedilmistir. Yukar1
da ifade edildigi lizere 2026 yili itibariyle, Veneziiella, Suriye, Afganistan, Ukrayna ve Sudan
basta olmak {izere birgok iilkeden go¢ eden miiltecilerin sayisinda gozle goriiliir bir artis
yasanmistir, UNHCR’in sundugu verilere gore, siddetten kagan miiltecilerin biiyikk ¢ogunlugu -
ironik bir sekilde- diisiik veya orta gelirli iilkeler tarafindan kabul edilmektedir. Bu ¢ercevede,
sirlincemede kalan uyusmazliklarin ve ¢atismalarin yarattigi sosyo-ekonomik ve siyasal
sebeplerini, yansimalarini aragtirmak ve irdelemek akademinin ve arastirmacilarin yegane onceligi
olmalidir. Genel itibariyle akademi, bilgi ile giic arasindaki bagi goz ardi eden ana akim
paradigmalarin Otesine gececek sekilde sorumluluk almalidir. Bunu yaparken akademik
aragtirmalar, sivillerin korundugu ve uluslararasi hukukun hayata geg¢irildigi daha iyi bir diinya
arayisina katki sunacak kavramsal tartigmalari zenginlestirmeyi oncelikli kilimmalidir. Bu ivedi
ihtiyacin farkindaligi, Nisan Sayimizin yayina hazirlanmasinin temel ilham kaynagi olmustur.

Bu tedirginlik ¢ag1, ¢ok katmanli krizlere zemin hazirlayarak, finansal, jeopolitik, ekolojik ve ayni
zamanda toplumsal sorun ve dinamiklerin birbirleriyle etkilesime gecerek biiylimesine sebep
olmakta ve yasadigimiz diinyay1 daha da karmasik hale getirmektedir. YDU Sosyal Bilimler
Dergisi Nisan sayimizda yer verdigimiz makaleler de diinyada yasanan krizlerin baslica
orneklerinden sayilmaktadir.

Nisan saymmizin ilk makalesini ‘Isracl-Hamas Conflict When Normalization Meets Escalation:
The Abraham Accords in The Shadow of the Isracl-Hamas Conflict’ baglikli derleme makalesi ile
Zeynep Doga Demirel’in Ingilizce dilinde kaleme almistir. Bu makale, 2020’den bu yana ibrahim
Anlagmalari'nin imzalanmasinin ardindaki itici giigleri inceleyerek, imzaci devletlerin 2023 Israil-
Hamas catigmasina nasil tepki verdigine odaklanmaktadir. Calisma, BAE ve Bahreyn icin iran
tehdidinin, Fas ve Sudan icin ise ulusal cikarlarin Israil-Filistin catismasindan daha oncelikli
oldugunu ortaya koymaktadir. Makale, ayrica, bu iilkelerin Israil-Hamas catismasima verdikleri
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tepkileri karsilastirilarak, bolgesel giivenlik endiseleri ile ibrahim Anlagmalar1 arasindaki dinamik
etkilesiminin Orta Dogu’da diplomasinin gelecegi ve normallesme siirecinin siirekliligi {izerine
daha genis tartigmalara katkida bulunmaktadir. Fehime Giinbegi’nin ‘Siirdiiriilebilir Kalkinma
Hedefleri Perspektifinden Tiirkiye'de Konut ve Konut Fiyatlari Uzerine Bir Inceleme’ bashgi ile
Tiirk¢e dilinde kaleme aldigi aragtirma makalesinde ise ekonomik ve yapisal krizlerden yola
cikarak konut kavramiin, bireyler ve aileler icin temel bir gereksinim olmanin yaninda
stirdiiriilebilir kalkinma hedeflerine ulasmada 6nemli bir rol istlendigini belirtmektedir. Konut
sektorii ve konut yetersizliginin sosyal diglanma, saglik sorunlari ve egitimde esitsizlikler gibi
olumsuz sonuglara yol agtig1 noktasindan yola ¢ikarak, Toda-Yamamoto nedensellik testinin de
yardimiyla, Tiirkiye'de 2010:Q1-2024:Q4 déneminde konut birim fiyatlari ile konut faiz oranlar
arasindaki iliskiyi ampirik olarak incelemektedir. Bununla birlikte, elde edilen veriler, Tiirkiye’de
konut birim fiyatlar1 ile konut faiz oranlar1 arasinda c¢ift yonlii bir nedensellik iliskisi oldugunu
ortaya koymaktadir. Bu bulgu, piyasa dinamiklerinin analizi ve etkin politika gelistirilmesi
acisindan da kritik bir 6énemdedir. Filiz Yildirnm ve Aybiike Yilmaz’in birlikte Tiirkce dilinde
yazmis olduklart ‘Deprem Nedeniyle Ulke Icinde Yerinden Edilme ve Sosyal Hizmet
Miidahaleleri’ baslikli derleme calisma dergimizin Nisan sayisinin ii¢iincii makalesidir. Bu
calismada, depremlerin neden oldugu bir baska kriz ortaya ¢ikmaktadir. Ulke iginde yerinden
edilme nosyonunu artiran ve toplumsal yasami doniistiiren depremler afet yonetiminin agamalari
odaginda, sosyal hizmet perspektifinden incelenmistir. Depremler yiiksek diizeyde can kayiplarina,
biyopsikososyal ve gevresel sorunlara neden olmanin yani sira iilke iginde yerinden edilmeyi
artirmakta ve toplumsal yasami doniistiirmektedir. Depreme maruz kalarak {ilke i¢inde yerinden
edilen bireyler c¢esitli dezavantajlarin kesisiminde zorlayict deneyimler yasamaktadirlar. Bu
derleme makale, depremler nedeniyle iilke i¢inde yerinden edilmeyi sosyal hizmet perspektifinden
degerlendirmektedir. Bdylece bu bireylerin yasadiklar1 dezavantajlar afet yonetiminin asamalari
odaginda sosyal hizmet perspektifinden tartisilmaktadir. Bu ¢alisma, afet yonetimi siireglerindeki
sosyal hizmet miidahalelerini deprem kaynakli iilke i¢i yerinden edilmelere karsi duyarli hale
getirmeyi hedefleyen oncii bir bilimsel girisimdir. Yapilan 6neriler, sosyal hizmet uzmanlar1 ve
tim afet caliganlart ve politika yapicilara etkili miidahaleler gelistirilmesinde rehber niteligi
tasimaktadir.

Bu baglamda, titiz, yapict ve tesvik edici raporlart i¢in Nisan Sayisina katki koyan hakemlere;
Editorler Kurulu ve Uluslararasi Danigma Kurulu iiyelerinin Dergimiz i¢in ortaya koyduklari
akademik ve diisiinsel destekleri ve bu sayida katkida bulunan tiim yazarlara bilimsel katkilarindan
dolay1 ictenlikle tesekkiir ederiz.
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Editorial,
Dear readers, authors, and researchers,

We are pleased to present our April Issue, the first issue of 2026. In this issue, we are once again
witnessing the changing and increasingly challenging conditions of our world. Despite all these
conditions, publishing in the field of Social Sciences and addressing these issues to the best of our
ability is becoming increasingly critical with each passing day.

Prof. Dr. Evren Balta, well-known for her academic work in fields such as Foreign Policy and
Security, published a book a few years ago titled The Age of Anxiety: On Violence, Belonging, and
Politics. One of the book’s chapters presents a highly enlightening discussion on the question,
‘Are we on the brink of a Third World War?” We must acknowledge that there is a significant split
in opinion regarding the answers to this question. Whatever we may think about this question, one
thing is certain: We live in a constantly changing world and an age filled with anxiety and
uncertainty. In various geographical and political contexts around the world, wars and conflicts
have recently proliferated like mushrooms, the values and principles upon which the modern
international system and relations are built are being eroded a little more each day, archaic and
primitive methods of punishment are not only being brought back into the discussion, but also
being put into practice in some places, established rules of diplomatic courtesy have been swept
away, and in this bleak and suffocating atmosphere where the actors responsible for ensuring
international peace and security create new crises and insecurity every day, and far-right populist
parties and nationalist demagogues are gaining tremendous momentum, it is, of course, no easy
task to foresee what tomorrow will bring, to contend with direct and/or indirect effects, or to
engage in academic production. Precisely for these reasons, publishing the April Issue and
subsequent issues during this ‘Age of Anxiety’ has become an even greater academic
responsibility for the NEU Social Sciences Journal than ever before.

This volume of the Journal has been prepared at a time when the outlook in the international
system appears particularly gloomy, and addressing these realities is crucial and obligatory, as we
stand at crossroads. Undoubtedly, the world today faces renewed challenges compounded by
deglobalization and deinternationalization tendencies, which have profound consequences for
political, economic, social, and other aspects, further elevating the level of anxiety and
contributing to the state of uncertainty. However, these difficulties and challenges are not immune
to resistance, whether collectively through human agency or stemming from the structures and
cultures that have established their dominance over time on these lines. Nevertheless, the
implications of these concurrent transformations, which may be observed to be intensifying over
time, cannot be ignored. Military, economic, and other emerging conflicts, such as cyberwarfare,
cannot be overlooked in their far-reaching impacts on various other levels. Even regional wars
leave behind changes in the world, reflecting the exacerbation of problems related to global
political shifts. The increasing number of refugees, the hurdles confronting international
organizations, and the economic and social repercussions, such as rising inflation, increased living
costs, and disruptions to supply chains, are all influenced by these shifts and vice versa. The
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transformations are also contributing to constraints that are leading to issues in communication and
mobility. Taken together, these interceptions and/or transformations generate layered challenges
that increasingly strain systems of governance, while also reshaping patterns of ordinary people’s
lives.

It is imperative to stress that the current international system has undergone a violent
transformation over the last few decades, which has led to theoretical and conceptual discussions
on the erosion of the universally accepted norms and values that had been proclaimed the ‘liberal
international order’ since 1945. There were, of course, always fluctuations in the state of world
affairs after the end of the Cold War. However, in the course of just over 20 years, the world
witnessed the US strike against Iraq in 2003, the Russia-Ukraine war, the extended violence in
Palestine in the aftermath October 2023, and, most recently, the US-Israel war against Iran, among
other events. These recent wars have had profound and irrevocable consequences for the global
system, exposing and unveiling the argument that the ‘liberal’ world order has, in fact, been an
‘illusion’. The wars and conflicts have been heavily marked by impunity, the suffering of
civilians, and increased South-South migration, and their consequences have been strongly
reflected across our immediate region. As of 2026, Venezuela, Syria, Afghanistan, Ukraine and
Sudan constituted the major sources of refuges. A key point here, however, is that, as also noted
above, according to figures provided by the UNHCR, the vast majority of refugees fleeing
violence are subsequently hosted by either low- or middle-income countries. In this vein, academic
studies and other research addressing the root causes of such protracted violence and the political
as well as socio-economic spillover effects of unresolved conflicts are extremely important.
Academia must align its primary goal of knowledge production which goes beyond the
mainstream paradigms which, in fact, neglect the nexus between knowledge and power. In doing
so, academic researches need to prioritize enriching conceptual debates which would search for a
better world in which civilians are protected and international law is enforced. Recognition of this
urgent need has served as the main inspiration for the preparation of our April Issue.

This age of anxiety provides for multi-layered crises that affects the whole world, both financially,
geopolitically, ecologically and societally, as it also leads to a growth of all problems triggering
one another, making our world even more complicated. The articles of the April issue of the NEU
Social Sciences Journal are also considered among the main examples of the crises unfolding
around the world. The review article authored by Zeynep Doga Demirel on ‘Israel-Hamas Conflict
When Normalization Meets Escalation: The Abraham Accords in The Shadow of the Israel—
Hamas Conflict’ is the first article of our Journal’s April issue. This article examines the forces
behind the signing of the Abraham Accords since 2020, focusing on how the signatory states
responded to the 2023 Israel-Hamas conflict. The study reveals that for the UAE and Bahrain, the
Iranian threat was a priority, while for Morocco and Sudan, national interests were more important
than the Israeli-Palestinian conflict. Furthermore, by comparing these countries’ responses to the
Israel-Hamas conflict, the article contributes to broader discussions regarding the future of
diplomacy in the Middle East and the sustainability of the normalization process, highlighting the
dynamic interplay between regional security concerns and the Abraham Accords.
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The second article in this volume is a research article titled ‘A Study on Housing and Housing
Prices in Turkey from the Perspective of Sustainable Development Goals’ and is penned by
Fehime Gunbegi in the Turkish language, where the author notes that based economic and
structural crises, the concept of housing plays an important role in achieving sustainable
development goals in addition to being a basic necessity for individuals and families. Starting from
the point of housing sector and insufficiency in the housing sector leading to negative
consequences such as social alienation, health problems, and educational inequalities, this study
empirically examines the relationship between housing unit prices and housing interest rates in
Turkey during the period of 2010: Q1-2024: Q4 using the Toda-Yamamoto causality test.
Furthermore, the obtained data reveals that there is a bi-directional causality relationship between
housing unit prices and housing interest rates in Turkey. This finding has critical importance for
understanding the dynamics of the housing market and developing effective policies. The last
article of our April issue is a review article and is about another crisis issue that is caused by
earthquakes. It is written in the Turkish language by Filiz Yildirim and Aybiike Yilmaz and titled
as ‘Earthquake-Induced Internal Displacement and Social Work Interventions’. The article
analyses earthquakes that have increased the notion of internal displacement and transformed
social life, with a focus on the stages of disaster management, from a social work perspective.
Earthquakes cause a high level of fatality as well as bio- psycho-social and environmental
problems, and they transform social life as they increase internal displacement. Individuals
displaced within the country because of an earthquake face difficult experiences at the intersection
of a variety of disadvantages. This review article examines internal displacement caused by
earthquakes from a social work perspective. So that an individual’s disadvantages are discussed
from a social work perspective with a focus on the stages of disaster management. This study is
the first scientific initiative to develop recommendations for making social work interventions in
disaster management phases sensitive to internal displacement due to earthquakes. The proposals
of the article can guide social work professionals, disaster management practitioners, and
policymakers in developing effective interventions in disaster management phases.

Despite the socio-economic and political challenges noted above, we remain hopeful that critical
questions asked by academia and the quest for universal scholarship will light new paths forward.
In this context, we would like to express our gratitude to the reviewers for their meticulous,
insightful and encouraging reports, and also sincerely appreciate the continuous academic and
ideational support of the Editorial Board and the International Advisory Board members as well as
the contributions of the authors in this issue.
